Transport to and from Turku
Turku airport is served by connecting flights from Helsinki (Finnair),

Copenhagen and Stockholm (SAS / Blue1). We recommend direct flight as the connections are rather good.

From Helsinki airport there is a bus connection to Turku every hour, travel

time about 2,5h. Please note that you will change (beside IKEA) in Espoo. 
There are overnight ferries from Stockholm to Turku www.vikingline.fi and http://www.tallinksilja.com/fi/mainMenu/silja/ Tallinn and Helsinki is served with several ferry connections. 
Train tickets can be booked either at the train/bus station/bus or at www.vr.fi and bus schedules can be checked at www.matkahuolto.fi and at www.matka.fi you can check schedules for you door to door trip.

Within Turku

From the airport, there is a bus (line 1) to the city centre which takes 20 minutes and goes every 20 minutes in daytime. A single ticket costs 2,5€. It is about 200 m to walk from the bus stop to the hotels. The buses stop at Market Square on Eerikinkatu. A map will be distributed to participants. Taxi will cost about 15-20€ depending on the time.
