Searching for European Partners for a User-generated Navigation System for Cycling 

Naviki is an innovative and user-oriented web based system for efficient information on bicycle traffic and also a tool for bicycle planning. Towns and regions using Naviki will offer a special facility for their citizens and tourists. As one of its main innovations Naviki provides the opportunity for bikers to contribute to the bicycle path network - by easily uploading their own, previously cycled and recorded tracks. On the Naviki internet portal, all the single tracks from different users are merged automatically. A close bicycle path mesh evolves, growing quantitatively and qualitatively, and allowing other bikers to query individual routing information. 


Naviki has been designed in a current research and development project at Muenster University of Applied Sciences (Germany). We are now (May 2009) planning to submit a proposal for a subsequent funding on a European level, focusing on the immediate advantages for bicycle traffic and planning. The funding we are addressing is the EU's "Intelligent Energy - Europe" program (IEE) with its priority energy in transport (STEER). - a town from northern Spain or a city from western Spain, 
- a Latvian University of Applied Sciences for marketing and tourism, 
- a German major city, 
- a Dutch agency for traffic, transport and urban planning
- a Danish tourism association, 
- the University of Applied Sciences, Muenster, as project co-ordinator.


Furthermore, we are searching for cycling institutions and towns, cities and regions of any size or structure as well as for tourism organisations in Europe to become partners in the consortium. 

Amongst the benefits for municipalities and their authorities in joining the consortium are: 
- to develop a distinguished network of cycle-ways, 
- to offer a special service for citizens and tourists, 
- to achieve an efficient planning tool, 
- to improve the conditions for local cycling, 
- to become supported partially by a grant from the EU, 
- in summary - to help making the bicycle an even more attractive means of transportation.
